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Wildlife Reports, till March 10th 2024 

I am sorry I did not produce a report for the last magazine on time so this report starts 
with sightings for part of January. 

Roger Martin, Duckend Green 11/1 watched a Great Spotted Woodpecker feeding on 
his bird food and then ‘attacking’ the trunk of his Catalpa tree. I suspect it may have 
been picking out large seeds such as peanuts and then wedging them in the bark to peck 
at. In our garden they even construct pecking holes in trees to hold peanuts while they 
peck at them. On 12/1 Roger had a Redwing showing its brilliant orange shoulder patch 
in his garden and on the same date there was a small flock of 10 Fieldfares on the neigh-
bouring field. These migrants are often seen together. 

Chris Turner 6/2 emailed me about the murmuration of Starlings that happens over 
Makemores and Medley road every evening before they go to roost in the nearby trees. 
Unfortunately, I am unable to show a suitable picture of the birds performing but Chris 
has some videos and reckons up to 300 Starlings were present before they moved on. 
On 28/1 Chris had a Redpoll in his garden with a flock of Gold Finches. On some days 
Chris counted up to about 50 Goldfinches in the flock.  

Yvonne and Leanne Childs, Sunnyfields, Dunmow Road 16/1 sent a list of birds they 
see on their feeders. Most days there are 15 Blue Tits, 12 Great Tits, 2 Coal Tits, 9 Long-
tailed Tits and every morning a female Great Spotted Woodpecker. Will Childs also com-
mented that years ago they used to get ‘loads of Sparrows’ but very few Tits but that 
this is now reversed. I replied that we get both sexes of the woodpecker visiting sepa-
rately and when they leave our garden, they fly off in the direction of Sunnyfields. Hope-
fully they will find a suitable nest site between our gardens. 

Ken Turner and his wife Shalford Road 25/1 watched several Blue Tits pecking at the 
flowers of a winter Jasmine. Ken wondered if this was out of spite or getting moisture or 
food from the plant. Certainly many of us humans just feed dry bird food forgetting they 
need water to digest the food. Also they may get other nutrients from the flowers. The 
jasmine always flowers during the last week of January and this year a white camelia is 
also flowering. Ken planted some Rocket seed earlier in the year but it did not germinate 
very well so he eventually threw the remainder of the packet on the surface of the vege-
table garden. This grew  very well and has provided a picked bunch every other day 
since Ken started picking it in late summer, except during the frosty weather. 

Pat and Dave Hart have a Wren that for two years has flitted around the shrubs grow-
ing round the house. Wrens seem to find a ready food supply of insects as the house 
probably keeps the temperature just a few degrees warmer which attract the insects. 
The Wren also probably nests nearby, the nests which consist of a ball of dried plant 
material with a single small entrance hole are surprisingly inconspicuous. They will also 
use the same nest for several years. They also have a Pied Wagtail that appears to be 
resident. A warning, look out for any nesting attempts. We had one that nested on top 
of the engine of a tractor that was still in use and another which nested under the top 
cover of a 2 tonne calor gas tank that was topped up every 14 days They have the usual 
garden visitors, but a pair of Blackbirds and two Robins appear to have planned a future 
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at their house. A recent highlight was a Red Kite gliding past the bedroom windows. On 
26/1 Pat emailed to say they now have 4 Pied Wagtails in the garden though not a rare 
bird it was a rarity to their garden. A leaf seen blowing across their patio turned out to be 
a little vole. In our garden the Short-Tailed Vole is a major pest, it is an excellent climber 
and has a diet that includes all the plants that us humans’ rate as special. It starts at the 
top where the plant usually has its flower buds and after cutting these off proceeds to cut 
the plants down to ground level. It then transports these cuttings back to its dining area. 
They have even spread their activities to my vegetable garden where they often cut off 
emerging seedlings. 

Will Childs Dunmow Road 11/2 saw 6 Buzzards flying over their yard at the same time 
and his wife saw a Sparrow Hawk devouring a Collared Dove in the garden. The smaller 
birds did not start returning to feed for a least 10 minutes after the Hawk had finished its 
meal. 

Tim Wignall, Pound Farm Cottage 19/1 saw a large herd of Fallow Deer by his cottage. I 
thought the gravel pit at Broadfields would have reduced the large deer herds in this area 
but judging by the large number of prints on all our fields at Goulds it has not. The planned 
large expansion for the pit in the future will probably change matters as deer are not not-
ed as good swimmers. Tim also saw 6 Lapwings; I have not seen one of these distinctive 
black and white birds for many years in the Parish though we used to get quite large win-
ter flocks at one time. Tim also reported when walking his dogs he sees 2 to 3 Hares in the 
fields near his cottage. Most days I rarely see a hare at Goulds yet in the summer we had 
very high counts of 20 to 100 hares, where did they go. Tim still has many of the finches 
visiting his garden but is also getting Green Finches which we rarely see at Gould’s. A re-
port by Tim 29/2, he saw a lot of Fieldfares from Pods Lane, a  Buzzard was still flying 
about, a Sparrow Hawk was visiting his garden and 6 Fallow Deer were down the lane by 
his cottage.  

Keith and Deborah Rawlings also reported seeing a Buzzard in the trees in Rookery 
meadow opposite Haverings in the Street. Regular Buzzard sightings at this time of the 
year may indicate the birds are surveying 
for roosting sites for this coming spring. 
Despite being large birds they can be very 
difficult to track to their nests as they will 
not return to the nest if they suspect a 
bird watcher is nearby. I write that from 
experience. 

Phil Monk 18/2 was having breakfast 
when a Fox visited their garden, Phil did 
not mention whether it joined the break-
fast table, but it did stay for a picture. He 
has also had a visit by 4 Reed Buntings 
and a pair of Great Spotted Woodpeckers.

24/2 sent an email that Barnadette their 
Barn Owl was visiting the meadow adjoin-
ing their garden. 

At Goulds, at the beginning of March we 
are finding Mallard duck eggshells, most 
have been predated but we have one that 
appears to have hatched a duck. Mallard 
can be early nesting birds but the eggs 
have to be incubated for 28 days. They also usually have two nesting clutches each year, 
but sitting on eggs from early February is a bit optimistic. For several days in the middle 
of February we also found in the garden the tracks of a Muntjac deer with the very small 
tracks (about 10 to15mm) of a very young one. Fresh bat droppings that could be from a 
Common Pipistrel have also appeared in one of our barns indicating that they are com-
ing out of hibernation and are looking for food. Either the wildlife are good forecasters 
of the weather or else they were lucky.

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District Councillor Ann Hooks 

I hope my report finds you well and looking forward to some 
nice spring weather!         

This month has all been about the quarry and the consultation 
on the two proposed sites. It was amazing to see so many of 
you out supporting the ’Bluebell walk’ to highlight the issues 
as a village, we face. I would like to thank Simon Tibbetts and 
Richard Aggiss who led the walk from each end from Rayne and Saling.   

At this point I would like to add, that although it is beautiful walk to Golden 
Grove to see the Bluebells, when they are in bloom, please remember that the 
wood is in fact on private land and should not be entered.  

I, along with the Parish Council, have been busy sharing posts, writing reports, 
writing crib sheets and hoping I managed to galvanise many of you into re-
sponding to the consultation, so that we have the best opportunity to say NO! 
Both sites are unacceptable and just because we have a quarry already, it does 
not mean that it is right to ’just’ add on to it. The impact of either one will have 
a profound effect to our rural countryside and village life.  

I managed to secure one small victory, where in its initial response as a consult-
ee, Braintree District Council, had a neutral stance. After providing a lengthy 
report on both sites and making a statement at the Local Plan Sub-committee, 
BDC will now be strongly objecting to both Rayne sites. Although we have long 
way to go, it is good to have our District Council supporting our views. There will 
be another consultation at the latter end of this year, beginning of next, once 
ECC have decided which their preferred sites are, we hope that Rayne didn’t 
make the cut. 
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I see some of the streetlamps that had been out of action for a long time, namely 
in Symmons Close and Vaughan Road, have now been fixed. There has been a lot 
of chasing by the Parish Council and myself, to get these fixed over the last few 
months/years, so it is great to see them finally repaired, although not before time. 

If you subscribed, your green bin should now be being collected. If you have any 
issues with the service or want a ‘no longer used’ green bin picked up, please con-
tact customer services at BDC.  

In the past month I have finished the prestigious LGA NextGen course. After com-
pleting three weekends of training up in Warwick, with 15 other Independent or 
Green Councillors, that also were chosen to attend this course, I am now armed 
with many new tools to be the best Councillor I can be for you and at Braintree 
District Council. 

It was lovely to see residents at the last Parish Council coffee morning and chat 
about anything and everything! I will also be at the Annual Parish Assembly on 
24th April, so I hope to see many of you there.
